= No captivities or kingdoms rising mentioned

= The message is to “Israel”

® “Israel” was the name God gave Jacob — Genesis 32.28

® “Israel” could refer to the united nation (Exodus 14.30), the northern kingdom (|
Kings 15.25), or the southern kingdom of Judah (Jeremiah 29.23; 50.17; Lamentations
2.3; Ezekiel 2.3; 3.1)

® The focus of Malachi seems to be on Judah (2.10-12)

* Calling Judah “Israel” could be for intentional effect —
